ID Requirements Discourage Voters

No Vote Without Photo ID:
Voters without photo ID receive
provisional or challenged ballot, must show
photo ID to have ballot counted

No Vote Without Non-Photo ID: Voters without
photo or non-photo ID receive provisional or challenged
ballot, must show photo or non-photo ID to have ballot counted

No Regular Ballot Without Photo ID: Voters without photo ID
receive provisional or challenged ballot, ballot counted if voter is
eligible

No Regular Ballot Without Non-Photo ID: Voters without
photo or non-photo ID receive provisional or challenged

ballot, ballot counted if voter is eligible
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ID Requested, Not Required: Photo ID
may be requested but is not required to
vote a regular ballot; either non-photo
ID or affidavit accepted, depending on
jurisdiction

HAVA requirements only: HAVA requires
photo or non-photo ID at the polls for first-
time voters who did not provide verification
by mail registration
